# g ELL me, ye that defire to
. be under the law, do ye
not hear the law ? for it is
written, that Abraham had two
fons, the one by a bond-maid,
the other by a free-woman.
But he who was ¢i" the bond-
. woman, was born after the
flefh ; but he of the free-wo-
man was by promife. Which
things are an allegory. For
thefe are the two covenants;
the one from the mount Sinat,
which gendereth to bondage,
which 1s Agar. For this Agar
is mount Sinai in Arabia, and
anfwereth to Jerufalem which
now is, and is in bondage with
her children.  But Jerufalem
which is above is free, which
15 the mother of us all. For
it is written, Rejoice, thou
barren tha: beareft not ; break
forth-and cry, thou that tra-
vaileft not : for the defolate
hath many more children than
fhe which hath an hufband.
Now we, brethren, as Ifaac
was, are the children of pro-
mife. But as then, he that was
" born after the flefh,.perfecuted
bim that was born after the
{pirit, even fo it is now. Ne-
verthelefs, what faith the Scrip-
ture ? Caft out the bond-wo-
man and her fon : for the fon of
the bond-woman fhall not be
heir with the fon of the free-
woman, So'then, brethren; we

are not children of the bond}- 3

woman, but of the free.

Phi-
lip anfwered him, Two hun-
dred peny worth of bread is
not fufficient for them, that
every one of them may take a
little. One of his difciples,

Andrew, Simon Peter’s bro- -
ther, faith unto him, Thereisa -

lad here, whick hath five bar-
ley loaves, and two fmall fithes :
but what ‘are they among fo
many ? And Jefus faid, Make
the men fit down. Now there
was much grafs in the place,
So the men {at down, in num-
ber about five thoufand. And
Jefus took the loaves ; and
when he had given thanks, he
diltributed to the difciples, and
the difciples to them that were
fzt down ; and likewife of the
filhes as much as they would,
When they were filled, he faid
unto his difciples. " Gather Lﬁp

Therefore they
gathered them together, and
filled twelve balkets with the

‘fragments of the five barley-

‘come into the world.

JESUS faid, Which of you
"convinceth me of fin ? and
if I fay the trath, why do ye
not believe me ? He that is of
God, heareth God’s words :
ye therefore hear them not,
becaufe ye are not of God.
Then anfwered the Jews, and
faid unto him, Say we not well
that thou art a Samaritan, and
haft a devil ? Jefus anfwered,
I have mot a devil? but I
honour my Father, and,ye do
difhonour me. And I feek not
mine own glory : there is one
that feeketh and judgeth, Ve-
rily verily I fay unto you; If
a man keep my faying, he fhall
never fee death., Then faid the
Jews unto him, Now we know
that thou haft a devil : Abra-
ham is dead, and the prophets;
and thou fayett, If a man keep
my faying, he.fhall never tafte
of death. Art theu greaterthan
our father Abraham, which is
dead ? and the prophets are
dead ; whom makeft thou thy-
felf ? Jefus anfwered, If 1 ho-
nour myfelf, my honour is no-
thing : it 1s my Father that ho-
noureth me, of whom ye fay,
