there muft alfo of ne-

ceflity be the death of the
teftator. For a teftament is
of force after men are dead :
otherwife it is of no ftrength
at all whilft the teftator liveth.
Whereupon neither the firft
teftament was dedicated with-
ont blood. For when Mofes
had f{poken every precept to
all the people according .to
the law, he took the blood
of calves and of goats, with
water, and fcarlet wool, and
hyflop, and fprinkled both the
book, and all the people, fay~
ing, This is the. blocd of the
teftanient which God hath en-
joined unto you. Moreover, he
fprinkled likewife with blood
both the tabernacle and all the
veflels of the miniftry. And
almoft all things are by the law
purged with blood 3 and with-
out fhtdding of blood is no re-
miflion. It was therefore ne-
ceflary, that the patterns of
things in the heavens fhould be
purified with thefe ; but the
heavenlythingsthemfelveswith
better facrifices than thefe, For
Chrift is not entered into the
holy places made with hands,
which are the figures of the
true ; but into heaven itfelf,
now to appear in the prefence
of God for us: nor yet that he
fhould offer himfelf often, as
the high prieft entereth into
the holy place every year with
blood
