out all Jewry, beginning from
Galileeto this place. When Pi-

late heard of Galilee, heatked,
whether the man were a Gali-.

lean. Apd as foon as he knew
that he belonged unto Herod’s
jurifdiftion, he fent him to He-
rod, who himfelf .was alfo at
Jerufalem at that time. And
when Herod faw Jefus he was
exceeding giad : for he was de-
firous to fee him of a.long fea-
fon, becaufe he had heard ma-
ny things of him; and he hoped
to have {een fome miracle done
by him. Then he queftioned
with him in many words; but
he anfwered him nothing. And
the chief priefts and {cribes
ftocd and vehemently accufed
him. And Herod with his men
of war fet him at nought, and
mocked him, and arrayed him
in a gorgeous robe, and fent
him again to Pilate. And the
fame day Pilate and Herod
were made friends together :
for before they were at en-
mity between themfelves.
And Pilate when he had call-
ed together the chief priefts
and the rulers and the peo-
ple, faid unto them, Ye have
brought this man unto me
as one that perverteth the
people : and behold, I hav-
ing examined him before you,
have found no fault. in “this
man touching thofe things
whereof ye accufe him: No,
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nor yet Herod : for T fent
you to him, and lo, nothing
worthy of death is done unto
him, T will therefore chaftife
him. and releafe him. For of
neceflity he muft releafe one.
unto them at the feaft. And:
they cried opt all at once,
faying, Away with this man,
and .releafe’ unte us Barab-

bas :*who for a certain fedi-

tion made in. the city, and
for murder was caft into pri-

fon. Pilate thereforé willing,

to releafe Jefus, fpake. again
to them. But they ‘cried,
faying, Crucify him, crucify
him. . And he iaid unto.them,
the third time, Why, what
evil hath he done ? I have
found no caufe of death. in
him : T will therefore cha-
ftife him, and let him go. And
they were inftant with loud
voices, requiring that he might
be crucified. And the voices of
them and of the chief priefts
prevailed, And Pilate gave (en-
tence that it thould be as they
required. And he releafed un.
to them him that for fedition
and murder was caft into pri-
fon, whom they had defired :
but he delivered Jefus to their
will,  And as they led him a-
way, they laid hold upon one
Simon a Cyrenian coming out
of the country, and on him
they laid the crofs, that he
might bear it after Jefus. And
there followed him a great
company. of people, and of wo-
men, who alfo bewailed and
lamented him. But Jefus turn-

ing
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ing unto them, faid, Daughters
of Jerufalem, weep not for mée;
butweep for yourfelves,and for
your children. For behold, the
days are coming in the which
they fhall fay, Blefled are the
barren, and che wombs that
never bare, and the paps
which never gave fuck. Then
fhall they begin to fay to
the mountains, Fall on us;
and to the hiils, Cover us,
For if they do thefe things in
in a green tree, what fhalt
be done in the dry. And
there were alfo two other
malefaltors led with him to
be put to death. And when
they were come to the place
which is called Calvary, there
they crucified him, and the
malefalors : one on the right

* hand, and the other on the left.

Then faid Jefus, Father, for-
give them ¢ for they know not
what they do. Ard they parted
his raiment, and caft lots, And
the people ftood beholding :
and the rulers alfo with them
derided him, faying, He faved
others ; let him fave himfelf, if
he be Chrift the chofen of God.
And the foldiers alfo mocked
him, coming to him, and of-
fering him vinegar, and fay-
ing, If thou be the King of the
Tews, fave thy felf. And af{u-
i)erfcription alfo -was written
over him in letters of Greek,
and Latin, and Hebrew, THIS

IS THE KING OF THE

JEWS. And one of the ma-
lefattors which were hanged
railed on him, faying, If thou

be Chrift, fave thy felfand us.
But the other anfwering re-
buked him, faying, Doft not
thou fear God, feeing thou art
in the fame condemnation ?
And we indeed juftly ; for we
receive the due reward of our
deeds : but this man hath done
nothing amifs. - And he faid
unto Jefus, Lord, remember
me when thou comeft into
thy kingdom. And Jefus faid
unto him, Verily I fay unto
thee, to day fhalt thou be
with me in paradife. And
it was about the fixth hour,
and there was a darknefs over
all the earth until the ninth
hour. And the {un was dark-
ened, and the vail of the
temple was rent in the midft.
And when Jefus had cried
with a loud voice, he faid,
Father, into thy hands I
commend my fpirit. And
having faid thus, he gave up
_the ghoft. Now when the
centurion faw what was done,
he ‘glorified God, faying,
Certainly this was a righ-
teous man. And all the peo-
ple that came together to that
fight, beholding the things
that were done, fmote their
breafts, and returned. And all
‘his acquaintance, and the wo-
men that fellowed him from
Galilee, ftood afar off behold-
ing thefe things.
