HEY brought young chil-
dren to

brought them. But when Jefus
faw it, hewas much difpleafed,
and faid unto them, Suffer the
little children to come unto me,
and forbid them not; for of fuch
is the kingdom of God.

Doubt yenot
therefore, butearneftlybelieve,
that he hath likewife-favoura-
bly received ¢his prefent Infant,
that hehath embraced bim with
the arms of his mercy, and (as
he hath promifed in his holy
Word) will give unto iz the
blefing of eternal life, and
make bim partaker of his ever-
latting kingdom. Wherefore
we being thus perfuaded of
the good-will of our heavenly
Father, declared by his Son Je-
fus Chrift towards this Infant,
let us faithfully and devoutly
give thanks unto him, and fay
the Prayer which the Lord
himfelf taught us;
