I.L ye that are married, or
that intend to take the
holy eftate of Matrimony upon
you, hear what the holy Scrip-
ture doth fay as touching the
duty of hutbands towards their
wives, and wives towards their
huafbands. .

St. Paul in his Epiftle to the’
Ephefians, the fifth Chaprer,
doth give this commandment,
to all married men ; Hufbands,
love your wives, even as Chrift
alfoloved the Church, and gave
himfelf for it; that he might
fan&tify and cleanfe it with the
wafthing of water, by the Word;
that he might prefent it to
himfelf a gloricus Church, not
having fpot or wrinkle, or any
fuch thing; but that it thould
be holy and without blemifh.
So ought men to love their
wives as their own bodies. He
thatloveth hiswife,loveth him-
felf. For no man ever yet hated
his own flefh : but nouritheth
and cherifheth it, even as the
Lord the Church; for we are
members of His body, of his
flefh, and of his bones. For
this caufe fhall a man leave
his father and mother, and
fhall be joined unto his wife,
and they two fhall be one flefh.
This is a great myftery : but I
fpeak, concerning Chrift and
the Church. Neverthelefs, let
every one of you in particular
fo love his wife,-even as him-
felf.

Likewife the fame St. Paul,
writing to theColoffians, {peak-
eth thus to all men that are
married ; Hufbands, love your
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
