‘The firft man is of the earth,
earthy : the fecond man is the
Lord from heaven. As is the.
earthy, fuch are they that are
carthy : and as is the heavenly,
fuch are they alfo that are hea-
venly.And aswe have bornethe
image of the earthy, we fhall
alfo bear the.image of the hea-
wvenly. Now this I fay, bre-
ghren, that flefh and blood can-
mot inherit the kingdom of
&God ; neither doth corrnption
inherit incorruption. Behold I
fhew you a myitery ; We fhall
not all fleep, but we fhall all
be changed in a moment, in
the twinkling of an eye, at the
laft trump. For the trumpet
fhall found, and the dead fhall
be raifed incorruptible, and we
fhall be changed. For this cor-
suptible muft put on incorrup-

tion, and this mortal muft put
on immortality. So when this
corruptible fhall have put on
incorruption, and this mortal
fhall have put on immortality,
then fhall be brought to pafs
the faying thatiswritten,Death
is fwallowed up in victory. O
death, where 1s thy fting? Q
grave, where is thy victory ?
the fting of death is fin, and the
firength of fin is the law. But
thanks be to God, which giv-
eth us the vi&tory through our
Lord Jefus Chrift. Therefore
my beloved brethren, be ye
ftedfaft, unmoveable, always
abounding in the work of the
Lord ; forafmuch as ye know
that your labour is not in vain
in the Leord.
