SACRAMENTS ordained of
Chrift be not only badges
or tokens of Chriftian men’s
Profeflion : but rather they be
certain fure witnefles, and ef-
fe@tual figns of grace, and
God’s good will towards us,
by the which he doth work in-
vifibly in us, and doth not on-
ly quicken, but alfo ftrengthen
and confirm our faith in him,
There are two Sacraments
ordained of Chrift our Lord in
the Gofpel, that is to fay, Bap-
tifim, and the Supper of the
Lord.
Thofe five commonly called
Sacraments, that is to fay,
Confirmation, Penance, Or-
ders, Matrimony, and extreme
Un&ion, are not to be counted
for Sacraments of the Gofpel,
being fuch ashave grown, part-
ly of the corrupt following of
the Apoftles,partly are ftates of
life allowed in the Scriptures :
but yet have not like nature of
Sacraments with Baptifm and
the Lord’s Supper, for that
they have not any vifible fign
or ceremony ordained of God.
