XXXVI. Of Confecration of
Bifbops and Minifiers.

THE Book of confecration

4 of Archbithops and Bi-
fhops, and ordering of Priefts
and Deacons, lately fet forth in
the time of Edward the Sixth,
and confirmed at the fame
time by authority of Parlia-
ment, doth contain all things
neceflary to fuch Confecration
and Ordering : neither hath it
any thing that of itfelf is fu-
perftitious and ungodly. And
therefore whofcever are con-
fecrated or ordered according
to the rites of that Book, fince
the fecond year of the fore-
nanied King Edward, unto this
time, or hereafter fhall be con-
fecrated or ordered according
to the fame rites ; we decree
all fuch to be rightly, orderly,
and lawfully corfecrated and
ordered.

XXXV, Of the Civi} Ma-
- giftrates.
THE King’s Majefty hath

the chief power in this

Realm of England, and otlier -

his dominions, unto whom the
chief government of all eftates
of this Realm,whether they be
Fcelefiattical or Civil, in all
caufes doth appertain, and is
not, nor ouglht to be fubjeét to
any foreign Jurifdi&tion,
Where we attribute to the
King’s Majefty the chief go-

vernment, by which titles we

underftand the minds of fome =

flanderous folks to be offend-

ed ; we give not to our Princeg
the mirciftering either ofGod’s °
Word, or of the Sacraments,.

thewhich thing the Injunétions
alfo lately fet forth by Eliza-
berhour Queen do moft plainly
teftify : But that only prero-
gative which we fee to have
been given always to all godly
Princes in holy Scriptures by
God himfelf; that is, that they
fhould rule all eftates and de-
greescommitted to theircharge
by God,whetherthey be Eccle-
fiaftical or Temporal, and re-
ftrain with the civil fword the
ftubborn and evil-doers.

The Bithop of Reme hath no
Jurifdi€tion in this Realm of
England.

‘The laws of the Realm
may punifh Chriftianmen with
death, for heinous and griev-
ous offences,

It is lawful for Chriftian
men, at the commandment of
the Magiftrate, to wear wea-
pons, and ferve in the wars.

XXXVIIL. Of Chriftizn men’s
" Goods, which are nof common.
HE riches and goods of
‘L Chriftians are not com-
mon, as touching the right,
title, and pofleflion of the fame,
as certain Anabaptifts do falily
boaft. Notwithftanding, eve-
ry man ought of fuch things
as he poffefleth, liberally to
give alms to the poor, accord-
ing to his ability.

As we confefs that vain and
rath fwearing is forbid-
den Chrifian men by our
Lord Jefus Chritt, and Fames
his Apoftle; fo we judge that

Chriftian Religion doéth not
prohibit, but that a man may
fwear when the Magiftrate re-
quireth, in 2 cau(ge of faith
and charity; fo it be done
according’ to the Prophet’s
teaching, in Juftice, Judge-
ment, and Truth.
