" no means decent from this place to cenfure the

condu&t of our f{uperiors, or even to fuppofe it
blameable ; but furely as good {ubje&s we may
with and endéavour to heal the wounds of our
country, without enquiring by what hand they
were inflited. We may, and I think we
ought to wifh, that the true mtereﬁ of the

whole extenfive community may govern our

future contefts, and regulate all our claims.
Our mutual relation was formed, and has hi-
therto fubfifted, by a perpetual communication
of benefits. 'We want the produce of foils
and chmates, that differ fo much from our
own ; and they will long have occafion for the
fruits of our arts, our 1nduﬁry and. our ex-
perience.  And thould they evér ceafe to want
our protetion, which ‘as long as we render it
beneficial to them they never will ; yet we may
ftill continue united in intereft, in commerce
and the grateful ‘remembrance of old fervices.:
\May the wife and good on both ﬁdes, without
enquiring too <curioufly into the grounds of paft
animofities, endeavour by all ‘prudent means
to reftore tlrat old publick friendfhip and confi-
dence, which' made us great, - happy and vic-
torious.

Durmg all
‘qur happy days of concord,. partly from our
nanonal moderatlon, and partly from the wxf-
dom, and fometimes perhaps from the carelefs-
-neﬁs of our minifters, they have been trufted
in a gpod meafure with the entire manage-
ment of their affairs: and the fuccefs they
have met with ought to be to us an ever me-
morable proof, that the true art of govern-
ment ‘confifts in not governing too much.

And why fhould friendthip and gratitude, and
long attachments, which infpire all the relith
and fweetnefs of pnvate life, be fuppofed to
be of no weight in the intercourfe between
great communities? Thefe are principles of
,human nature, which a@ with much greater
certainty on numbers than on individuals.  If
